I. CALL TO ORDER 

The New Lenox Town Board of Trustees Meeting was called to order on May 13, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. 
by Supervisor McCollum.   

II. ROLL CALL

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Motion by Trustee Boban, seconded by Trustee Hickey, to approve the minutes of the April 8, 2010, 
Regular Meeting.  No further discussion; all in favor; none opposed; motion carried. Motion by Trustee 
Wennlund, seconded by Trustee Hickey to approve the minutes of the April 8, 2010 Town Budget 
Hearing.  No further discussion; all in favor; none opposed; motion carried.  Motion by Trustee 
Kaupas, seconded by Trustee Wennlund to approve the minutes of the April 8, 2010 Road District 
Budget Hearing.  No further discussion; all in favor; none opposed; motion carried.  

IV. SPECIAL GUESTS/PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Mr. Mark Batson, Commissioner of the Will County Historic Preservation Commission presented 
detailed information on the Will County Historic Preservation Board.  The WCHPC was formed in the 
1980s.  The purpose of the commission is to save properties of historic importance.  Mr. Batson also 
explained the differences between the categories, individual requests and properties in the names of 
corporations.  Also noted was the Commission was mostly concerned with the exteriors of buildings, 
not with the interiors.  The WCHPC has jurisdiction over unincorporated areas, outside of 
municipalities.  Those within municipalities fall under the aegis of the municipal Historical Societies.  
The WCHPC would like to encourage New Lenox to adopt an Historical Preservation Ordinance.   

Mr. Batson pointed out saving buildings saves space in landfills from demolitions and the additional 
problems with dumping as a result of landfill prices rising 40%.  Mr. Batson encourages the Township 
to refer any significant properties to the WCHPC.  The WCHPC focuses on buildings approximately 
50 years or older. 

 Supervisor McCollum thanked Mr. Batson and the Historical Society for all their efforts. 

 

V. BOARD ISSUES – ACTIONS 
A. NJS Website Hosting Contract 

Supervisor McCollum brought forward the New Lenox Township website hosting contract for 
consideration.  Clerk Boyd noted that NJS does not require a contract, so the Township could 
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terminate the services with NJS at any time should the Township become unhappy with the 
services.  Supervisor McCollum responded that Marlene’s office and staff were ready to take 
on the challenge.  Clerk Boyd will be providing the training to the staff when the beta site was 
ready.  Motion by Trustee Boban, seconded by Trustee Kaupas to have the Township 
website hosted by NJS Enterprises, Inc.  Trustee Hickey, Trustee Boban, Trustee Kaupas, 
Trustee Wennlund, Supervisor McCollum in favor; none opposed; motion carried. 

VI. REPORT FROM TOWNSHIP OFFICIALS 

A. SUPERVISOR 

1. Medical Benefits Program. 

Supervisor McCollum reported investigating the idea joining an insurance pool by 
networking through the Townships and if New Lenox could do something similar. 
The TOI doesn’t currently handle such pools.  Problems have arisen in the past 
when attempting to consolidate numerous Townships in an agreement on a certain 
policy and set of coverage.  Supervisor McCollum also noted that all three (3) 
entities, the Township, the Road District and the Assessor’s office would find it more 
advantageous to purchase a policy together. 

Trustee Hickey concurred noting that fewer people can heavily impact the cost 
factors. 

Trustee Hickey also reported that the Assessor’s office would wait for the second 
sign up opportunity for the Direct Deposit program to assure the system is accurate 
and functioning properly. 

Supervisor McCollum reminded everyone that the 2010 State of the Community and 
Safe Communities America Designation Ceremony would be held on Tuesday, June 
8th at 6:00 p.m. at the New Lenox Commons - Performing Arts Pavilion on Veterans 
Parkway, and the admission is free.  

A. TRUSTEES  

1. Trustee Hickey 

Trustee Hickey reported that another lot was sold in Marshal Cemetery.  Trustee 
Hickey would like to investigate the possibility of an interactive “map” of the cemetery 
lots available on line.   

2. Trustee Boban   

Trustee Boban reported that the Newsletter was a timely publication which numerous 
residents brought to the Recycling Event as “proof of residency” for recycling paints 
and oils.  There was a 19% increase in volume over last year and RS Used Oil 
Services collected almost 1,000 gallons of used oil this year.  The event also 
collected an exceptionally large amount of paint and was a success. 

Trustee Boban also wanted to thank Supervisor McCollum for directing traffic on 
South Cedar Road due to the large number of participants. 

Interstate Batteries collected 130 batteries at the event and will be making a 
contribution to the New Lenox Food Pantry. 

Numerous residents inquired and Trustee Boban would like to investigate the 
possibility of incorporating a service for used tires next year.  Supervisor McCollum 
suggested expanding the service further next year. 

Supervisor McCollum reported that Highway Commissioner McPartlin is amenable to 
allowing the Township to expand the recycling services onto the Road District 
property. 
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Trustee Wennlund suggested expanding the services to quarterly to relieve the 
annual pressure.  Trustee Hickey suggested expanding the event to every 6 months 
first to gauge the need prior to expanding the event to quarterly. 

The traffic for this single annual event expanded out to Illinois Highway. 

Trustee Boban also reported on attending the annual banquet for Lincoln Way’s 
Assisted Vocational Program and presented a plaque to the New Lenox Township 
recognizing the Township’s participation.   

3. Trustee Kaupas 

Trustee Kaupas reported that the Romeoville Fair turnout had a low turnout due to 
inclement weather conditions.  

4. Trustee Wennlund 

Trustee Wennlund reported that the Township’s Newsletter was a success, and the 
addressing problems have been mostly resolved. 

C. CLERK 

Clerk Boyd reminded the board that in June, the Township needs to pass a Prevailing Wage 
Ordinance.
