CALL TO ORDER

The New Lenox Town Board of Trustees Meeting was called to order on July 10, 2014, at 7:00 p.m.
by Supervisor Hickey.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Supervisor Hickey noted for the Board that there wouldn’t be an Executive Session, because
Attorney Wennlund was unable to attend the meeting. Motion by Trustee Wennlund, seconded by
Trustee Boban to approve the June 12, 2014 minutes of the Regular Meeting. No further discussion;
all in favor; none opposed; motion carried.

BOARD ISSUES — ACTIONS

A.

Annual Review of Senior Housing Rents

Supervisor Hickey suggested the current rents, a 1 bedroom, $692.00/month plus $25.00
maintenance, and a 2 bedroom apartment, $818.00/month plus $25.00 maintenance should
be adjusted up. Supervisor Hickey suggested raising the maintenance fee to $30.00/month,
and the 1 bedroom to $702.00/month, and the 2 bedroom apartment to $830.00/month.

The Township has been subsidizing the rising costs of maintenance but the rents need to be
raised to meeting the bond obligations, also.

Trustee Wennlund also reminded the Board of the increased costs of windows, doors,
sidewalks and concrete.

Motion by Trustee Boban, seconded by Trustee Wennlund to accept the proposed increases
in Senior Housing Rents as presented. No further discussion; Trustee Boban, Trustee
Kaupas, Trustee Wennlund, Supervisor Hickey in favor; none opposed; motion carried.

Acceptance of bid for Marshall Cemetery fence project

Supervisor Hickey presented the 3 bids received for Marshall Cemetery fence bid. The
lowest was not a complete bid because it forgot 2 different gates and hence was a
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nonconforming bid. The second bid was from Sable Iron Works, at 207 Otto Drive, New
Lenox, for $32,880.00 and the third bid was for over $75,000.00. Supervisor Hickey
recommended accepting the Sable Iron Works.

Motion by Trustee Wennlund, second by Trustee Kaupas to accept the Sable Iron Works bid
for the Marshall Cemetery Fence project as presented. No further discussion, Trustee
Boban, Trustee Kaupas, Trustee Wennlund, Supervisor Hickey in favor; none opposed;
motion carried.

Senior Housing Re-Roofing

Supervisor Hickey noted that the roof on the senior housing building now has a couple of
major problems, and has a tarp covering a small portion of the roof as well as missing
shingles from the last storm.

Trustee Wennlund suggested checking if the storm damage was covered by insurance.

Supervisor Hickey noted that some were recommending a standing seam metal roof versus
an asphalt shingle roof.

Mr. Daniel Delimata, Architect, of 14210 Summerfield Drive, New Lenox, explained to the
Board the pros and cons of an asphalt shingle roof, with 110mph/40 year rating versus the
standing seam metal roof, as well as options of complete tear off versus installation over old
shingles.

Supervisor Hickey requested the Board give him authorization to move forward with Mr.
Delimata to develop specs for a request for bids on the following:

1. A standing metal seam roof, tear off/installation;
2. Just a metal roof installation,
3. An asphalt shingle roof (110mph-40 year rating) with tear off.

Motion by Trustee Wennlund, seconded by Trustee Boban, to authorize Supervisor Hickey
to move forward with the specifications and request for bids. No further discussion; all in
favor; none opposed; motion carried.

Authorize Publication for Maplewood fence bids

Supervisor Hickey reported to the Board that the grant for the Maplewood Cemetery fence
has been approved, and the check should be arriving shortly, and Supervisor Hickey
requested authority to issue a bid request for this project.

Motion by Trustee Kaupas, seconded by Trustee Wennlund, to authorize Supervisor Hickey
to move forward with the specifications and bid request. No further discussion; all in favor;
none opposed; motion carried.
